TBI denotes convergence of three global movements: Dr. P.K.B. Menon
Trivandrum: TBI is the convergence

of three global movements according to Dr.
P. K. B. Menon, President, Indian STEPs
and Business Incubators Association
(ISBA).

While addressing the executives of
Technopark during his recent visit to
Technopark, Dr. Menon said that SMEs
(as instruments of economic growth),
accelerated pace of technological change
and emergence of knowledge industries are
leading to the establishment of Technology
Business Incubators (TBIs) as a vehicle
for industrial growth. The multifaceted
concept of TBI is helping the governments
achieve economic development, create new
job opportunities, enhance tax revenues
and achieve social benefits. To the R&D
Community, TBI helps in commer-
cialisation of their research work, increases
the interaction with industries and generate
additional income. The corporate sector is
benefited by easier technology acquisition,
choice of investment avenues and meeting
social responsibilities.

The companies operating in TBI are
benefited by easy access to resources,
reduced time to market their products and
services resulting in reduced risk and

enhanced business skills. Several countries are
using business incubators to achieve the above
goals. While USA leads in the number of
incubators (about 900 nos.), our neighbouring
giant, China has about 500 incubators in their
country. In the Far East, South Korea leads
with about 350 incubators and India has over
120. Govt. of India through the Department
of Science and Technology (DST) is promoting
the establishment of more TBIs in academic
and research institutions.

Dr. Menon, who was the first Secretary
of National Science & Technology
Entrepreneurship Development Board
(NSTEDB), an initiative of the DST to
promote business incubation, continue to be
active in the promotion of this concept. TBIs
are built as not-for-profit establishments
mainly through govt. grants or as for-profit
institutions by private enterprises.

There are very successful models in the
country operating in both the sectors. While
not-for-profit TBIs provide moderate financial
support to tenants, allows open entry or
simple screening procedure for prospective
entrepreneurs with nil or small equity share
in the ventures promoted by them, the for-
profit TBIs provide strong financial support
to the tenant companies, apply rigorous
screening procedures and take large equity
share in the new ventures. Dr. Menon
examined the efforts taken by Technopark in
promoting the concept business incubation
over the last several years and congratulated
the officials for the achievements. He
emphasized the need to further promote the
TBI concept in all areas of advanced
technology, not only in IT to take Kerala to
the forefront of advanced technology based
industrialization.

The IVth General Body meeting of the Indian Science & Technology Entrepreneurs
Park and Business Incubators’ Association (ISBA) was conducted on June 27, 2006 in
conjunction with the EU-India Conference in Thiruchirappally.

It was decided that Institutes like MDI, Gurgaon, ISB Hyderabad etc., could be entrusted
with the responsibility to run a training programme for incubation managers and provide
certification.
